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The Definition of a Deacon

On most Sundays, in our Prayers of the People, “We pray for all bishops, priests, and deacons.” As many of you know, I am preparing to become a deacon, a process that is now entering its fourth and final year. A common question many ask is, “What is a deacon?”





In our Catechism we learn that “The ministry of a deacon is to represent Christ and his Church (which is a ministry common to all Christians), particularly as a servant to those in need; and to assist bishops and priests in the proclamation of the Gospel and the administration of the sacraments.”





Reflecting the servant nature of a deacon’s ministry, the word deacon comes from the Greek word diakonos meaning servant. A deacon, like a bishop or priest, is an ordained minister of the Episcopal Church. Deacons typically serve in local congregations and have a special ministry to the poor, the disadvantaged, the sick, the hungry, the imprisoned, elderly and similar groups.





In that regard, we read in the ordination service for a deacon, “You are to interpret to the Church the needs, concerns, and hopes of the world.” Another way to put it is that deacons bring the church to the world and the world to the church.





The first deacons were ordained after the death of Christ when the Church grew beyond the Apostles’ abilities to handle everything themselves, especially serving those in need. As a result, we learn in chapter six of the Acts of the Apostles that seven were chosen and ordained as deacons.





Following that New Testament example, when a deacon is ordained today, the bishop says, “In the Name of Jesus Christ, you are to serve all people, particularly, the poor, the weak, the sick, and the lonely.” Those words emphasize the servant nature of deacons. They also remind the Church of the needs in the world, and remind the world that the Church is there for them and with them.





Deacons differ from priests and bishops in that deacon cannot pronounce the absolution or the blessing, or consecrate the bread and wine. At a typical Eucharist, a deacon will read the Gospel lesson, possibly preach, lead the Prayers of the People, prepare the altar for Communion, serve as a chalice bearer, and dismiss the congregation.





Within the last few months, our Vestry recommended me as a Candidate for Holy Orders. I then met separately with our diocesan Commission on Ministry and the Standing Committee, both of which also recommended me as a Candidate for Holy Orders.





As I near the end of my process, which has been a tremendously enriching spiritual journey for me, I have one semester of classes to complete and, God willing, be ordained in 2011. Thank you for the prayers and support you provided as I have walked along this path in service to our Christ.

I invite you to do the same, to slow yourselves down while the world keeps whizzing along.  Take a Sabbath, whether it’s a vacation out of town, time off at home, or stealing a moment of strategic rest in your busy life.  The Sabbath is good for you, which is why God suggested it in the first place.
